Chris Jagger is an extremely talented songwriter and powerful vocalist. He and his band Atcha! are releasing their third album, Act of Faith, on SPV’s new Blue label in March 2006.
Spearheaded by Chris’ charisma and wry wit, Atcha! presents a highly original mix of rock, growling blues, R&B, country, cajun and funk.  The band is relaxed yet energetic and Chris is an irrepressible performer.

Over the years Chris Jagger’s Atcha! have established a reputation as  kings of the British roots scene.  The band includes the highly experienced Charlie Hart (ex Ronnie Lane), Malcolm Mortimore (ex Ian Dury and Frankie Miller) and the equally talented Paul Emile and Jim Mortimore (who co-produced the album).

The new album features contributions from Chris’ brother Mick (an intriguing duet on DJ Blues), Sam Brown (great vocals on Got me where you want me), Dave Gilmour (sparkling guitar on It’s amazing what people throw away and Junkman) and Billy Jenkins (brilliant on the ironic Everybody party).
Act of Faith is Chris’ sixth album, following two cult recordings for Davis Geffen in the 70s and the acclaimed album Atcha which established the band which Chris is still working with today. He is also a writer of diverse newspaper articles and has presented music shows on the BBC.
